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Nature’s Classroom: Rain-lily -- blooms after rainstorm
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Rain-lily, Zephyranthes-lily, Autumn
Zephyr- lily (Zephyranthes candida)

A perennial herb that can forecast weather
because the flowering hormone inside the
bulb multiplies rapidly when temperature is
going up, air pressure is low and water
evaporation rate is high, this stimulates

growth of flower buds and gives rise to pretty
little blossoms.
